Checking for Recalls Is Free and Easy
Drivers can go to NHTSA.gov/Recalls and use NHTSA’s Vehicle Identification Number or License Plate Look-Up Tool to check for open recalls on their vehicles, car seats, tires, and other vehicle equipment. While there, vehicle owners can sign up for Recall Alerts for future recalls via email. 
[bookmark: _Hlk184912360]Drivers can also download NHTSA’s free SaferCar app to check for safety recalls — it’s available for iOS and Android. Once in the app, enter a vehicle’s VIN and NHTSA will send an alert if a safety recall is issued. The SaferCar app acts as a virtual garage by saving data on any vehicle or related equipment, like tires and car seats. SaferCar notifies the user of all related recalls, even directing them to local dealerships so they can make an appointment and get recalls fixed quickly for free.

Though manufacturers email and mail alerts and warnings, drivers should check for recalls at least twice a year. Millions of recalled vehicles go unrepaired every year and this puts drivers, passengers and other road users at risk. In fact, some vehicle owners still need to get recalled air bags replaced as part of the largest vehicle recall in U.S. history, which has resulted in 28 deaths in the United States.
